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Hamedan

Hamadan or Hamedan (Persian: vlioss, Old Per-
sian: Hangmatana, Ecbatana) is the capital city
of Hamadan Province of Iran. Hamadan is be-
lieved to be among the oldest Iranian cities and
one of the oldest in the world. It is possible that
it was occupied by theAssyrians in 1100 BCE; the
Ancient Greek historian, Herodotus, states that it
was the capital of the Medes, around 700 BCE.
Hamadan has a green mountainous area in the
foothills of the 3,574-meter Alvand Mountain, in
the Midwest part of Iran. The city is 1,850 me-
ters above sea level. The special nature of this
old city and its historic sites attract tourists dur-
ing the summer to this city.The main symbols of
this city are the Ganjnameh inscription, the Avi-
cenna monument and the Baba Taher monu-
ment. People of the city identify their mother
tongue as Persian.

Hamadan was established by the Medes and was
the capital of the Median Empire. It then became
one of several capital cities of the Achaemenid
Dynasty.

Hamadan is mentioned in the biblical book of Ezra
as the place where a scroll was found giving the
Jews permission from King Darius to rebuild the
temple in Jerusalem. (Ezra 6:2). Its ancient name
of Ecbatana is used in the Ezra text. Because it
was a mile above sea level, it was a good place
to preserve leather documents. During the Par-
thian era, Ctesiphon was the capital of the coun-
try, and Hamadan the summer capital and resi-
dence of the Parthian rulers. After the Parthians,
the Sassanids constructed their summer palaces
in Hamadan. In the year 633 the battle of Naha-

vand took place and Hamadan fell into the hands
of the Muslim Arabs. During the Buwayhids, the
city suffered much damage. In the 11th century,
the Seljuks shifted their capital from Baghdad to
Hamadan. The city of Hamadan, its fortunes fol-
lowing the rise and fall of regional powers, was
completely destroyed during the Timurid inva-
sion. During the Safavid era the city thrived.
Thereafter, in the 18th century, Hamadan was
surrendered to the Ottomans, but due to the
courage and chivalry of Nader Shah Afshar,
Hamadan was cleared of invaders and, as a re-
sult of a peace treaty between Iran and the Ot-
tomans, it was returned to Iran. Hamadan stands
on the Silk Road, and even in recent centuries
the city enjoyed strong commerce and trade as
a result of its location on the main road network
in the western region of Persia and Iran. Dur-
ing World War I, the city was the scene of heavy
fighting between Russian and Turku-German
forces. It was occupied by both armies, and fi-
nally by the British, before it was returned to
control of the Iranian government at the end
of the war in 1918.Hamadan province lies in a
temperate mountainous region to the east of Za-
gros. The vast plains of the north and northeast
of the province are influenced by strong winds,
that almost last throughout the year. Hamadan is
in the vicinity of the Alvand Mountains and has
a dry summer continental climate , in transition
with a cold semi-arid climate , with snowy win-
ters. In fact, it is one of the coldest cities in Iran.
During the short summer, the weather is mild,
pleasant, and mostly sunny. Hamadan is home
to many poets and cultural celebrities. The city is
also said to be among the world oldest continu-
ously inhabited cities.Hamadan has always been
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According to the reporting committee of the present fes-
tival at the presence of the political and security assistant
of Hamadan governor, the director general of culture and
Islamic guidance, the executive deputy of the festival,
the managers of the festival executive committees, cul-
ture assistant of Hamadan municipality and some of the
theatre pioneers of Hamadan this poster was presented.

He said that the design of this poster is
a colorful whirligig. This whirligig is very memorable for
many children and adult and this poster was accepted
for its artistic design and unique features. This poster
designed by “Fariba Morovat”, one of the most talented
Hamedanian artists and this colorful whirligig indicates
that in the present festival various performances and pro-
grams will be held. Mr. Ghasemi Farzad, the political and

ganization lists 207 sites of historical and cultural
significance in the city of Hamadan alone. Main
sights that can be seen in Hamadan are as fol-
lows: Ali Sadr Cave, Avicenna mausoleum, Baba
Tahir Mausleum, Estakhr e Abbas Abad- a lake
with a magnificent view of the city,Tomb of Es-
ther and Mordechai, Excavated Ancient Ekbatana
City, Ganjnameh, Gonbad-e Alavian,Hamadan
Museum of Natural History, Hamadan Stone Lion,
Lalejin, Mohammadi House, Nazari House. Hama-
dan is twinned with: Kulyab, Tajikistan, Bukha-
ra, Uzbekistan Isparta, Turkey and these cities
are calledTwin towns or Sister Cities. These inter-
national relations are of special importance.
